2008 LUHRS 31 HARDTOP - NOW WITH VOLVO IPS-350 DIESELS

The Luhrs 31 Hardtop offers good fishability in a family friendly package. For 2008, the addition of the Volvo IPS-350 drives, new windscreen design, new cockpit and new cabin features has made a great boat even better says Australian Distributor Tony Poole. “We previously offered the 31 Open with a number of engine options from 315hp to 380hp. In 2007, Luhrs worked closely with Volvo to fit the IPS 350 drives. After trial runs, the result was so far superior that all other engine options on this model were dropped. We’ve ended up with almost the same speed as the 380hp engines with the economy of 260hp. She was quicker, quieter, more economical, and very manoeuvrable.” Tony told us. 

The IPS drives, while seemingly expensive at first glance are proving the opposite because of the fuel economy versus performance ratio. You get the performance of the 380 hp engines with the fuel economy of 260hp engines. The standard joystick control makes bow and stern thrusters redundant because the boat will go or spin in accordance with the joystick movement.

The 31 designation is a waterline length, and the boat is actually 34’4” (10.47m) LOA and 11’10” (3.61m) Beam. She’s a big, powerful boat built to handle our demanding offshore conditions. The Luhrs 31 features a sharp entry forefoot, Carolina Flare Bow, and wide beam to provide a dry soft stable offshore ride. 

Other 2008 model changes such as a higher windscreen with less framing and 2 cockpit sole flush boxes with macerator pumps are making the 31 Open more versatile than ever. Not all clients are fishermen, with many people liking the open areas of the bridge-deck and cockpit for entertaining and cruising. Portable tables and deck chairs stow away in the huge engine-room when not in use. 
The much anticipated Volvo “Sportfish” option will soon be fitted here. The Volvo Australian Team who tested a 31 with ‘Sportfish” at Miami Show this year said “if you don’t hang on you’re out of the boat”. Can’t wait to be backing up on a marlin with this fitted.
In the value for money stakes, the Luhrs 31 Hardtop is incredible value, with prices starting at under $390,000 including the Volvo Diesels, joystick controller, and an extended fibreglass hardtop . And like all Luhrs, she is a superb sea boat, handling Australian sea conditions with aplomb.
The Luhrs 31 Open Hardtop will be launched at Sydney International Boat Show.
