New 12V washer for the marine market enables boaties to wash - anywhere

Wash your boat in less than two buckets of water – complies with water restrictions
 

July 8, 2008, SYDNEY – Frustrated with a lack of taps at the ramp? Perhaps your yacht is on a mooring with no access to fresh water? Maybe you take long fishing trips and need a way to wash down away from land. Introducing Salt Slayer, a new 12V pressure washer designed to go tough on salt and easy on water. The compact unit comprises a 13 litre tank so you can carry the water anywhere. One fill of the tank provides 10 minutes of pressurised water. This means an average boat can be washed in just two buckets of water. What’s more -- because Salt Slayer is not connected to mains water it complies with water restrictions if you use tank or recycled water anywhere in Australia.

 

Salt Slayer, from the makers of the Car Cube 12V pressure washer, has been modified for the marine market. An earmuff adaptor has been added, pressure has been improved from up to 130psi to up to 150psi, a filter basket has been added to capture debris from impure water and the pump diaphragm material has been enhanced to provide some chemical resistance. An oceanesque name and a classic nautical blue/white colourway make Salt Slayer a neat addition to any fisherman’s kit.
Salt Slayer is completely different from your average pressure washer. Its unique high pressure, low flow pump makes it at least 400 per cent more efficient than other washers. One 13L fill of Salt Slayer will provide 10 minutes of continuous cleaning at up to 150psi. Substitutes require 30-180L or more to clean a boat. Unlike alternatives Salt Slayer is portable. It does not require 240V to operate, rather, it is powered by a 12V power cord that plugs into a boat or car’s accessory port or 12V battery pack. This means boat owners can have portable pressurised water on the boat, at the ramp or at the marina.
 

A typical hose uses between 10 - 20 Litres a minute – even with a trigger nozzle attached. Salt Slayer presents the most efficient alternative allowing a small boat to be washed with less than 20 litres. 
 

 “Salt Slayer’s the ideal portable cleaning companion,” said business owner, Miriam Tulevski. “Ten minutes is ample time to clean an average boat; and, because Salt Slayer is portable, users don’t need access to a tap. It’s the most water efficient way to protect your gear from the corrosive effects of salt,” says Tulevski.

 

 “People are filling their Salt Slayers at home and taking water away with them. Fishermen and 4WD owners are washing down before the grime sets,” Tulevski added.

 

Salt Slayer is a new, portable 12V pressure washer. Its 6m hose and 5m power cord means users can get to the top and the bottom of most cleaning jobs. Users can fill at home and wash down by the beach or out bush. It is ideal for boat and trailer rinse down, moored yachts, fishing, kayaks, jet skis, camping, 4WDs, caravans, small trucks, car washing, apartment living, outdoor adventure, mountain and dirtbiking. And because the unit is not connected to mains water and can use tank or recycled water it is legal for use with water restrictions.

 

Salt Slayer has the nationally recognised Smart Approved Water Mark for equipment that demonstrates low water usage.
