The 53 is also the first Riviera to offer the flexibility of choice with a range of different pod drive and engine plant configurations. This new model has been entirely designed around these proven and efficient drives,” said Neil.

The new 61 features a galley positioned central to the party, a cockpit that is an extension of the saloon space, a master stateroom that is bathed in light and fresh air, an enclosed  flybridge that serves as a sky lounge and refinements to the hull that further enhance performance and sea keeping ability.

Highly regarded Australian Captain Bob Jones recently delivered the new 61 Series II from the Gold Coast to Hamilton Island for its new owners.  He said it was the most impressive boat he had driven for a long, long time.

“It cruised effortlessly at 30 knots with 65 to 70 per cent load, it went like a bat out of hell up the coast.  It’s just a great boat and I give it my full stamp of approval,” Mr Jones said.
Five Riviera 61 Series IIs have now been sold to owners in Australia and Central America, making it a much sought after vessel.
